Module

During a pe-
ripheral update it is common for the dis-
play to power off. Once the update has
been applied, the engraver will prompt to
restart.

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SD Card Replacement

1. Place the anti-static strap around
your wrist and attach the clomp to a
bare metal surface on the engraver.

2. Setthe control module face-down on
a soft surface to ensure it does not
pecome damaged.

3. Locate the SD card holder on the
underside of the control module:

4. Slide the SD card retention lotch down
to unlock it and carefully lift the SD
card out:

5 Carefully insert the new SD card into
the SD card holder ensuring the proper
orientation. The exposed copper
terminals should face the control board:

latch and slide it up to secure the SD
card:
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
